Next Trial is a Gate Trial at Mt Joy 28 March
This trial is not a TMTC Championship Round – it is a different style of trial – where all grades can compete against each other. The rider decides which arrows to follow to get the maximum score possible for their riding ability. 
A “section” is a taped off that includes “gates” eg an A grade, B grade and C grade gate
Blue is an easy “C” Grade level, so a clubman can ride it.
Yellow a “C+” level and 

Red is the most difficult and relates more like “A to high B” grade standard.

At the start of each lap riders are issued their score cards, on arriving at each section the

rider inspects the section to choose what “gates” they feel they can ride to maximize their score for the section. 
Blue 3 points - Yellow 2 points - Red 1 point
Eg. A Rider chooses to ride a Blue “gate”, two Yellow “gates” and one Red “gate” in a section. Their score for the section would be 11. they would click that value out of their card – so they would click 5,3,2,1 to make 11. 
· Each section will have a maximum of 11 points available

· If the rider incurs a penalty in the section they are to vacate it immediately and their score will be Zero regardless of the score they have already accumulated

Sections for this fun trial will be set on the morning of the trial. They are easy to set as we just put tape down and create 4 or 5 gates with different coloured arrows. The rider has to figure out their own line through the gates they choose to attempt.

MONDAY 19th June – A Training Day is planned for Mt Joy, mainly for the Juniors (Under 18) in our club by Tom Scott & Trevor Campbell. Tom & Trevor run some very successful Junior Days in Victoria.

It is the day before the TMTC Round 4 Mt Joy Trial that Tom & Trevor will be competing in as well.

This is an exciting opportunity for our club as these two riders have had international experience and have represented Australia at the Trial de Nations.

While the main reason that Tom & Trevor are here is to coach our Juniors – when the juniors take a break Tom & Trevor will be available to coach senior members of the club.

As usual there was a lot of planning and work to run the 2010 Tas Title. Thank you to all the members who put in a big effort to ensure this event ran well – both before the event and on the day of the event.

This year we moved from Dilston to Mt Joy as the roadworks for the new highway are going through the middle of the old Dilston site. It was going to be a challenge to relocate successfully and to get the spectators to follow us to this new location. The obstacles and riding would be more spectacular but the spectators would need to travel further to see it. So advertising was going to be a key element to success at the new location at Mt Joy.
This year our major sponsor was Europcar – who funded the creation of a video and purchased some air time for advertising on the local Southern Cross TV station. This advert was full of action and looked and sounded very professional.

We were in the local newspaper with advertisements, articles and photo’s in the Examiner before, during and after the event.

We had a lot of support from VIC & NSW riders this year with entries totaling 28 riders from the big island alone. The Denman club turned up in numbers again with several tidy Twinshock bikes. We had 3 Expert riders Kyle Middleton, Trevor Campbell, Tom Scott  plus our own Chris Bayles. We had the number 1 Womens rider Kristie McKinnon, Simon Van Balen from VIC 3rd ranked masters rider at last Aust titles. Sidecars included Tim Loone 3rd ranked rider at last Aust titles. Plus many of the usual tourists Whittles, Herberts, etc.
The Tent Ladies were very busy before the trial taking memberships and entries for the event – everything was happening at once, but they had it all under control.
We had so many observers volunteering we were able to put 2 on each section – they looked the part in their orange “Official” vests. The Walkie Talkies were very useful again to keep in contact. I think it surprised some of our mainland competitors when all the sections closed at once – via the radios.
Thanks to the people who went around in 4WD and dropped off and picked up the observers. 

All observers were given a cooler bag filled with drinks, sunscreen and goodies by our Chemart sponsor at the start of the day, and then a gift bag of chocolate, cordial and chips from TMTC for each observer after the trial.
There was some very heavy rain at 4:00am on the morning of the 1st day of the trial. Michael Bayles told me he measured 20mm at the Mt Joy Homestead. So when we arrived the logs were like ice and the rocks were slippery. It was decided to swap a log section out of day 1 with a rock section from Day 2. Then some of the 7 sections for day 1 were reduced slightly in severity to allow for the wet conditions. This turned out to be a good decision as the first couple of rounds of 7 sections were difficult enough to drag a lot of points before they dried out in the late morning sun to become slightly on the easy side in the afternoon. 
This meant that Day 2 had 2 sections with a lot of logs in them, but the key difference to day 1 was that Day 2 was fine and dry all day and grip was abundant. However if you look at the scores you will see that a lot of riders are not as comfortable on logs as they are on rocks. 
Many riders attended a counter meal at Archers Manor on Saturday night. Archers put on a tasty meal with a good menu selection. The room was a buzz with all the Trials talk and riders taking the chance to socialize with friends & visitors.

WOW 4 Expert riders at this event! This is the biggest field of Experts we have had and the riding skills on display was superb. Kyle Middleton was 1st and was 10 points clear of 2nd placed Trevor Campbell on each day. Trevor though is still waiting for his 2010 Beta Evo as they have all been sold to paying customers. So Trevor was competing on a 2009 Evo 125, now considering the size of the rocks and the short run up he did very well. Tom Scott was 3rd on day one and Chris Bayles 4th. This is however a 2 day event and Tom had a bit of bike trouble on Day 2 losing air out of the rear tyre that hampered his riding. This allowed an improving Chris Bayles into 3rd overall. 
I must say that all expert riders were wowing the spectators. Several times I saw spectators break into spontaneous applause as an expert rode what looked like an impossible rock or log.

A grade had 4 riders, Simon Van Balen 1st was riding very well especially on Day 1 looking at ease on his new Gas Gas. Sam King 2nd was demonstrating his European experience making the most of his Beta 125. Sam enjoyed the dryer conditions on Day 2. Chris Gillespie 3rd was finding the extra smooth power of Benita the Beta just what he needed. Congratulations to Chris, as this is one of the few times he has come in front of Peter Lockhart. Peter Lockhart 4th was a little off song on day 1 but started waving his legs around in his usual style to regain balance on Day 2 . 
B grade had 2 female riders who were very talented. Ina Wilde was very neat as well as having the skills to hop front and rear wheels. How lucky are we to have her to our event. The other female rider Kristy McKinnon is currently the number one Australian rider with similar skills to Ina. Ina was 1st  Just ahead of Kristy, both had a big smile for both days. Peter Bayles was 3rd with a dramatic improvement to his Day 2 score.
In C+ grade Louis Stevens hanging around the pits on the morning of Day 1 with a big smile as his rain dance had worked again and the wet conditions were suited to his 4 stroke Sherco again! However from the North Island Ross Middleton 1st was finding even more grip. Neil Berne 2nd was consistent on both days, though I did see him taking some unusual lines ….maybe to rest his injured clutch finger? Dylan Bayles 3rd was only a couple of points behind Neil. Dylan is definitely on the way up – the tables are turning and I will soon need to seek advice from Dylan!
C grade had 25 riders ! – Simon Boofa Grist 1st once again made the trip from NSW for the Tas Title. Boofa had an amazing Day 1 not losing a single point. However on Day 2 he almost let Clive Halls in when he lost 7 points. Clive Halls 2nd was clinical in the sections, having a good look at them before riding. Josh King 3rd has proved he can mix it with the mainlanders and was our TAS MVP in C Grade. Ina Halls was a bit unlucky, I watched her bike engine stalled due to a carby problem on Day 2 costing her 5 points. Soon fixed but the points were gone.
Twinshock had 7 riders. Dean Medwin 1st arrived with his immaculate TLR 250 fresh from a major rebuild that had most people wondering if he had found a brand new TLR somewhere or had created a time machine to go back and get one! Dean had some clutch problems on Day 1 but resolved these overnight and came back on Day 2  to not even lose a single point! Nigel Munday 2nd was riding his Fantic Twin Shock as his new Sherco has not landed yet. A Surprised Phil Whittle  was 3rd riding a TY250 B. Phil & John Lyall on his TL125 were close until the log sections on Day 2.
Sidecars had 3 entrants – All the sidecars went around together and helped each other and gave each other tips, what a great spirit there is in sidecars. Tim Loone & Kiren 1st were riding well as a team on the articulated frame Gas Gas 300. Chris & Jack Herbert 2nd were riding like a polished team, just had to deal with a little clutch trouble. Our Tasmanian Sidecar Duo, Harley Picket & Brian Peacock 3rd improved markedly during the trial. This was thanks to some intensive coaching by the other sidecar teams.
Classic had 3 riders – Geoff Lewis 1st from VIC on the mighty CZ 175 was worried that the competition might catch him as he hemorrhaged points on day 2 . Colin Phillipson 2nd  from Denman in NSW was closing in fast on day 2 but had lost too many points on Day 1 to challenge Geoff. Geoff Grist 3rd was riding a solid rear axle bike – that is no rear suspension! So he did very well to get over all the logs in Day 2.
Clubman had 5 riders with Brooke Luscombe 1st taking good lines in the tight turns, and moving her weight around to assist the bike. Stacy Langworthy was 2nd giving the Beta 80 a fist full of revs to get up some of the loose climbs. Both showed good control of their bikes. Paul Pattison was 3rd after missing several sections on day 1 Paul only lost 2 points on day 2.
