Oatlands Trial
The Oatlands trial was much warmer than I remember the Oatlands trials to be – for a start there was no ice over the creek. We had a perfect winters day with no wind and plenty of sunshine.

It was set in the creek and adjacent hillside, over some rounded sandstone rocks. Section 1 & 2 were in and out of the creek. Section 3 was set around a large fallen tree. Section 4,5 & 6 were on the hillside with sandstone rocks and loose gritty soil.
The migration of the local spiders was in full swing, you could see many spiders floating along on the gentle breeze on a metre long thread of web. Occasionally they were landing on bikes, tents and seats. I hear one of the ladies in the tent had one unwelcome visitor drop down the front of her tea shirt!!!

Expert Grade had some very testing sections in it to keep Chris on his toes. Section 4 had a difficult double step followed by some very tight arrows that required a lot of hopping and bouncing. Chris lost 77 points for the day so it was no picnic. 
A Grade had one rider Peter Lockhart who was riding very neatly in the loose shifting dirt.

B Grade had 4 riders – Peter Bayles and Kurt Pickering had a close trial, with each of them riding better in different sections. At the end of the trial Peter was 1st just 3 points ahead of Kurt. Mike Amey was 3rd just ahead of Dylan Bayles in his 1st season in B Grade. Section 5 & 6 with large rocks and dropoff’s took the most points from Mike & Dylan.
C+ Grade had 9 riders. Master rider Neil Berne streeted the field with half the total of 2nd place rider Mike Travica. Yet again Sections 5 & 6 were the difference. Louis Stevens, Ian Pickering & Josh King were all pretty close with only 5 points separating them all. Louis was 3rd and proved that the 4 stroke sherco can do it in the dry as well as the wet. Josh King is continuing to improve in his first season in C+ and will soon be close to a podium.
C Grade had 11 Riders. Damian Langworthy showed everyone a clean pair of heels to finish on ONLY 14 points! Tim Mead was 2nd with a bit of a Jekyll & Hyde ride, most sections were in single digits then a couple of sections with high totals. The potential is there, just need to polish it up a bit. Mike Hull & Craig Ferrell were neck and neck for 3rd, sections 1 & 5 were the the most difference was between them. Congratulations to Mike who was 3rd by just one point!

Harley Pickett & Brian Peacock brought their sidecar and rode well to get it around the sections at Oatlands. They are improving and have an invite to ride the MK1 Loone pivoting sidecar when they go to Victoria. 

Clubman had 2 riders. Stacy Langworthy was 1st & Brooke Luscombe 2nd  with some very careful riding on display. Both girls were doing a good job of climbing up out of the creek in section 2. 
With both of these riders so close, it will take one of them to learn a new skill like slipping the clutch to gain an advantage in the tight corners to separate them.
Fun & Games at the Trial 
· Some people have wagered that I would not talk about an incident in the creek I was involved in at Oatlands……..very tempting…… However the truth must be told! 

Nigel Munday very kindly offered me a ride on his new 2010 Sherco (thinking I would take care of it, ha ha)

So after taking 5 mins to familiarize myself, I then attempted Section 1 where I entered and crossed the creek and attempted to climb the small bank on the other side….but I did not make it….and began sliding backwards. 

So as my life flashed before my eyes and Nigels last words rang in my ears…”You scratch it – you buy it” I desperately tried to save the bike…in doing so I ended up full length in the creek, soaked from top to bottom!

The bike was high and dry on the bank…..but there was a tiny scratch on the ball end of the front brake lever…..how could I hide it from Nigel ?!?

I figured out why practice days are more tiring than trials days…..you just keep riding…no breaks waiting for your turn at the next section. 

A good day was had by all and some interesting discussion was held around the campfire afterwards.

LESSONS OF THE DAY
Lesson 1 ) The benefit of keeping your feet on the pegs to lower your centre of gravity was one hot topic.

As part of the training day instruction - Chris Bayles demonstrated the pitfalls of raising your centre of gravity to the rest of the riders there. While riding across the lower water filled quarry his feet were getting wet, so he stepped up onto the seat of the bike (raising his centre of gravity). At this moment the bike hit some underwater obstacle and both Chris and the bike went into the deep water for a swim. 

Remember to keep your feet on the pegs where ever possible – as sitting down….or standing on the seat, raises your centre of gravity and makes it harder to control the bike.

Lesson 2 ) Chris & Mark Carter demonstrated to the rest of the trials school how to de-water a drowned trials bike. Plug out, water out of airbox engine and exhaust, air cleaner off and cleaned, gearbox oil changed.
