Mt Joy Trial 2009

Mt Joy turned on a sound and light show just before the trial. There was thunder and lightning as a storm front passed through. It started raining quite heavily at the same time and at one point we were wondering if the trial could go ahead at all.

After some discussion and a vote – we decided to downgrade the sections slightly and run the trial over 4 laps.  

We were going to click our own cards but thanks to our dedicated observers, there was someone on every section. It was pretty wet and the umbrella’s were getting a fair bit of use later in the trial. 
So it was a big effort by all of our observers. If you have an observer in your family you had better look after them this week.
We finished the trial around 2:30pm and most packed up and went quickly down to the warm & dry equipment shed at the Mt Joy homestead. There were a couple of stragglers, Kurt Pickering had trouble with his new Holden Ute not starting & Mick Luscombe had to pull David Catt’s bogged Hiace van onto the gravel. 

Down in the shed the beer wine & cheese was brought out and people were being warmed by the double barrel heater in the shed. (Should we run a shorter trial with no lunch break more often???)
Expert Grade had Matt Newland – who will be visiting Tasmania quite regularly from now on for his work. I bet all the other mainlanders who can only come once a year are jealous of him.
Matt found the wet conditions an interesting change from his usual riding conditions. Looks like he went pretty well on all of the slippery sections except for section 2 – where the C+ & C grade riders line had made the run up to a large log very muddy and slippery on the Expert line.

A grade had 2 riders –Peter Lockhart was 1st in a very tight tussle with Chris Gillespie. Chris Gillespie had Peters measure in section 1 by a fair margin….but Locky paid him back on Section 4. There was only 3 pints difference at the end of the day.
B grade had a field of 2 riders with the arm wrestle between Peter Bayles & Kurt Pickering continuing. This month it was Kurt who was victorious by just one point over Peter, This was exactly the opposite result to last month. This is a very very close grade this year. 
C+ grade had 6 riders who were testing their wet weather skills – but who would end up being the wet weather specialist? It turned out to be Nigel Munday who only dropped 11 points. Neil was riding around one handed as he had dislocated his clutch finger during the previous week – so to come in 2nd was a good result. Nick Shadbolt was 3rd just 4 points behind Neil. The long loose stone climb on Section 4 and a tight turn onto a rock ledge in section 6 were the deciding obstacles.
C grade had 7 riders – This was very exciting at the presentation as two riders had tied for 1st place, Mick Luscombe & Craig Ferrall. After counting back on the “1”s Mick was declared the winner and Craig 2nd. Looks like the muddy section 2 was the deciding section here. Congratulations to Ian Gabbedy on making 3rd place, he is obviously getting used to his new riding conditions. Is there more improvement to come??? Mike Hull is also improving and moved up to 4th this month. Mike Bayles was not many points behind in 5th, but getting on a lot better with his usual Beta ride.
Twinshock - Colin Woodberry returned to compete on his TLR 250 and would have been enjoying some 4 stroke traction in the wet conditions. Mark Carter was riding his very nicely restored TY250 and actually scored less than Colin in section 1.
Clubman had 3 riders = Bradley Shadbolt was again riding very well and put down very few feet except for section 5 where the mud churned up by all the other grades was making the ride up the hill difficult. For all Clubman riders. New Club Member Brooke Luscombe was 2nd one position better than last month…wonder what will happen in September??? Mick had geared down the Suzuki RL250 and it was easier to ride tis month. Stacy Langworthy was 3rd.
